Farmers who are listed in the atlas find it to be a helpful tool in connecting with consumers.  “The Farm Fresh Atlas gives us, as farmers, a way to communicate with people looking to buy local,” says Gordon Smith, co-owner of Cedar Bend Farm in Elkhorn, along with his wife Alyce and son Steve and his wife, Trula. “Even if we don’t sell what people are looking for, we can point them in the right direction.”
